Principal activities in waste management for 2006-2010 are as follows:

The Law On Waste of 25 November 1993 in the wording of the Law No. 338-3 of the Republic of Belarus of 18.11.2004 is the main act of legislation in the sphere of hazardous wastes management.

The purpose of this Law is to prevent harmful waste effect on the environment and human health, and also to maximize involvement of waste into turnover as secondary raw materials. The Law establishes requirements which are to be observed in managing hazardous waste and other waste. Requirements cover generation, collection, transportation, storage, use and neutralization of waste. 

In elaboration of the Law a number of regulations have been adopted: 

 - Decree No. 275 of the President of Belarus of 15.06.2005 On Tax Rates for Use of Natural Resources (the Ecological Tax) and Some Issues of its Collection.

- Decree No. 437 of the President of Belarus of 10.07.2006 On Specific Measures for Improving Collection (Stocking up) and Use of Waste as a Secondary Raw Material; 

- Decision No. 4 of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environmental Protection of 28.03.2002 On State Register of Technologies for Waste Recycling and On State Register of Facilities for Waste Neutralization and Disposal;
- Decision No. 27 of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environmental Protection of 26.11.2001 On Approval of Rules of Waste Accounting;

- Decision No. 21 of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environmental Protection of 23.10.2001 (in the wording No. 1of 11.02.2004) On Approval of the Rules of  Issuance,  Suspension and Cancellation of Licenses for Industrial Waste Disposal;

	Economic instruments/initiatives:

The economic mechanism of nature management and environmental protection in the field of waste management is defined by the Law of the Republic of Belarus On Environmental Protection, the Law On Waste and other legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus. 

Article 38. Provision of economic incentives in the field of waste management: 

- subject to the legislation of the Republic of Belarus, providing tax, credit and other privileges to the entities which in the process of their economic activity are involved in the waste management, in case they use ecology friendly and low-waste processes and implement other innovative activities in the field of waste management; 

- subject to the legislation of the Republic of Belarus, allocation of resources from the national and local budgets, budgetary environmental funds for performance of actions for neutralization of hazardous waste; 

- applications of the accelerated depreciation of the fixed assets of the entities involved in using and neutralizing waste during their economic activities; 

- other types of economic incentives according to the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. 

The procedure of implementing measures associated with provision of economic incentives for introduction of ecology-friendly and low-waste processes in the production is defined by the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. 

According to the legislation, the following is to be assessed by ecological tax: 

- volumes of the production waste placed at the waste disposal facilities; 

- volumes of the placed goods which are to be destroyed under the customs regulation and which lost their consumer properties and also the waste generated as a result of destruction of the goods subject to this regulation;

- volumes of produced and/or imported plastic, glass and paper/cardboard containers and other goods after loss of consumer properties of which the waste forms which harmfully impacts the environment and requires the organization of the systems of their collection, neutralization and/or uses and also the volumes of imported goods packed in plastic, glass and paper/cardboard package. The List of produced and/or imported other goods the loss of consumer properties of which  forms the waste which harmfully impacts the environment and requires the organization of systems of their collection, neutralization and/or use is established by the President of Republic of Belarus;
The size of payment is set subject to the tax rates differentiated depending on a degree of toxicity of waste. 

The limits of waste disposal are set for users of natural resources.

For industrial waste disposal above the limits or without the limits if they are to be set by the legislation, the tax is charged 15-fold of the set tax rate.

To improve the ecological situation and increase the efficiency of waste collection and recycling as a secondary raw material, a fee for collection and use of the glass and paper/cardboard package as a secondary raw material is effective from 1 July 2006.

	The waste generators should develop the Norms for Waste Generation and agree them with territorial bodies of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environmental Protection. The Norms for Waste Generation help operationally control the quantitative waste generation. The Norms for Waste Generation are used to define the waste disposal limits. 

Legal entities and individual entrepreneurs carrying out economic and other activity affecting the environment should exercise industrial ecological control. One of the primary targets of the industrial ecological control, including the industrial analytical control, is the control over handling dangerous substances and waste. In addition, sources of waste generation, including production units, shops, sections, manufacturing processes and separate technological stages are included into the List of industrial ecological control facilities subject to regular supervision and assessment.

	In Belarus, out of three components of the environment, the ecologists who investigate the waste disposal sites focus their attention on studying the degree of their impact on ground water, more rarely on surface water and to a lesser extent on soil and air. For monitoring the quality of the ground water, observation posts (mainly wells) are established from which water is periodically sampled to be analyzed. 

A regime network of observation wells is established on 80 municipal waste disposal sites and 46 industrial waste sites. As a rule, the network consists of 2-5 wells on the municipal waste disposal sites and 4-10 wells - on the industrial waste sites; at some sites the number of wells exceeds 50-60 (salt spoil heap and sludge basin of the RUE PA “Belaruskaliy”, phosphogypsum heaps of the RUE Gomel Chemical Plant, a plant for processing and landfilling of hazardous waste in Chechersky District, etc.). 

For ground and surface waters, a set of specific components is regulated and maximum permissible concentrations are set.

Condition of soil, air and surface water in the zone of influence of waste disposal sites is not monitored. However, on many sites where ecological inspection was carried out and ecological passports were developed, there are single definitions of contents of heavy metals in soil and definitions of quality of surface waters (from streams, fire reservoirs, trenches) and atmospheric air. Currently, extensive data on the main chemical soil pollutants - microelements (Ni, Co, V, Mn, Cr, Pb, Mo, Cu, Zn, etc.), some inorganic (Na, NH4, Cl, SO4, NO3, etc.) and organic (petroleum products) substances are available. 

Environmental impact of waste disposal facilities is discussed in the research report "To Develop the Forecast of Change of the Condition of the Environment and a Complex of Actions with the Purpose of Maintenance of Ecological Safety of the Republic of Belarus for 2010-2020" (2003). 

Ecological passports are being developed for existing sites. They contain information allowing conclusions to be made regarding the environmental impact of the sites. 

With respect to the facilities to be designed (sources of waste generation, waste processing and/or disposal facilities), assessment of their possible environmental impact is carried out.
